At the last RSC (May 20, 1989) I requested $250.00 to survey the
region, set up sound accounting books, and obikin legal counsel in
regards to our tax 1iabilities. As it sesms moTe in line with the am-
bitions of the RSE-alt., the status of the survey will bs covered in
his report. The ocosts of the survey will be carried under ths expenses

of the BSR/RSR-alt,

I have had help from the SBA (no charge under their policies) in
bringing ths books up to date. In xy last report I stated the records
wele not easily understandable, I wish to retrect that statement. With
ths help of an acoountant and finding scme mathematical miscaloulations,
they seem to be in order, Now its only & tedious job of matching receipta
with entriss. I have changed the system slightly to allow for one general
accomnt {regulating the checking account) snd an scoomt for each commit-
tes and continueing expense.

We discussed the same fssues as I had
with the attornsys, While WEO has had an attorney investigating thase
matters for nearly thres years, they are not yet ready to make any
formal recommendations, nor do they sse these recommenadations coming
in the near future, Ths repressntative advised me that two regions
have incorporated and another has commisaioned an attornsy to research
the matter, While WEO has not presented a formel statement, they do not
encourage us to incorporzte. In regards to Bob Stone's repoxrt to the
WSC '89, conoeming lawsuites and insurance, WSO has not been able to
find an inmrance carrier that is willing to write a bdlanket policy for
the Fellowship, The representative mentioned that we might look regliomally



for insurance while they continus to inquire,

In mid-Jone I was contacted by the Wichita phoneline. They in-
formed me that & company (Western isscoiates, Inc.) had been calling
them, trying to collect cn an wnpaid invoice.
